Council met on Tuesday September 2,2025 at 6:00 p.m. in the Terrace Park Community Building. Mayor Tepe led Council in the Pledge of Allegiance. Members of Council present were Mr. Jeff LeMay, Mr. Pax Lindell, Mr. John Gaskey, Ms. Lauren Ingebritson, and Ms. Regina Sharp. In addition, Mayor Tom Tepe, Village Administrator and Police Chief Gerald Hayhow, Chief Fiscal Officer and Clerk of Council, Katie Lyons, and EMS Chief John Maggard. Mr. Jeff Forbes, Ms. Judith Lehman and Fire Chief George Heffner were absent.

Mayor Tepe asked Ms. Ingebritson to move up on the agenda the resolution.

Council Member Ingebritson introduced and advanced to the third reading RESOLUTION 9-2, 2025 CONSENT OF COUNCIL TO THE APPOINTMENT BY THE MAYOR OF AVA SIMPSON TO THE VOLUNTEER EMERGENCY MEDICAL SERVICES DEPARTMENT OF THE VILLAGE OF TERRACE PARK Lindell seconded.  Gaskey, Ingebritson, Lindell, LeMay and Sharp voted aye. Ingebritson then moved to adopt the resolution as an emergency. Gaskey seconded. Gaskey, Ingebritson, Lindell, LeMay and Sharp voted aye. Resolution passed as an emergency.

RESIDENTS TO ADDRESS COUNCIL The Mayor asked if there were any residents to address council, seeing none, he moved on.

State Representative Rachel Baker introduced herself and explained that she attends council meetings to hear any concerns/issues of the villages and towns in her jurisdiction.
She stated that the state budget passed in June and one of the main concerns that remains is property taxes. The biggest issue is the solution to the rising property taxes, and the citizen led referendum has put pressure on the state house to come up with a solution. 

Representative Baker asked about the Terrace Park License Plates, which council was unaware. The Mayor explained that the Terrace Park Recreation Committee, which has a separate 501C and is not run under the village government, was pushing for Terrace Park license plates (with the white squirrel) for which TPRC could receive revenue. TPRC which is now under new leadership and Ms. Ingebritson said she would reach out to the new president.

· TPRC Labor Day Festivities had the biggest turnout and largest revenue making event ever.
· Maintenance did a great job on the grounds, everything was gorgeous.
· Gas line improvement project is moving along nicely.

· The street sealing was a success and completed on Princeton Avenue, Poplar Avenue, Franklin Avenue, the 800-900 Block of Stanton and Douglas Avenue.
· The village Arborist sent bids out for fall tree removals and stump grindings.
· ORF did a great job at the entrance to Miami Grove.
· Shelter at Miami Grove looks great but is awaiting the roof.
· Elm Street Waterline bids will go out shortly.
· Gas Station has a new septic and construction is moving along.

Finance – Mr. LeMay reminded residents that it has been 12 years since the Village of Terrace Park has had an increase on the levy. He, along with council and the mayor, will hold a town hall meeting on September 17,2025 at 7pm to explain and answer questions regarding the upcoming levy.

Buildings & Grounds –Ms. Sharp reported that the Ohio River Foundation completed the clearing of 1-acre of invasive species and has received great feedback. Ms. Sharp will contact ORF to inquire about annual clearing and the cost it would involve.
